Character development is an important part of the Scouting program and it involves three 
major areas: Thinking (the head), feeling (the heart), and behavior (the hand). Cub Scouting 
emphasizes the relationships of the head, the heart and the hand to 12 core values and calls them

These 12 core values are important throughout Cub Scouting:
As you work on achievements, ask your Cubs to consider the following:

 Character development includes developing moral knowledge and 
moral reasoning. Children must understand what honesty means, and they must 
understand and interpret what a situation calls for and decide how to apply the 
principles of honesty.

(What do I know about the core value, about 
the experience, about the context, etc.?)

 Character development also includes attention to moral motivation. 
Children must be committed to doing what they feel is right. They must be able to take 
the perspective of others, consider how others feel, and develop an active moral 
conscience.

(How do I feel about this value? What makes this 
difficult to do? How did this experience make me feel, etc.?)

 Character development also includes attention to the development of moral 
habits through guided practice. Children need opportunities to practice what is good, to 
do what is right but difficult, and to experience the core values as they I've the world.

(How can I practice this value in the future? (at school, at 
home,  with my friends, etc.?)
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
